FINAL DIAGNOSIS:   BLEOMICIN LUNG TOXICITY in a patient with a diagnosis of Hodgkin´s  disease.
COMMENT: Around 10% of patients treated with Bleomicin can have pulmonary toxicity. This drug is still under use in different tumors such as Hodgkin´s disease and testicular tumors. There is no test to know who could be at risk of this life threatening toxicity.The diagnosis is based on previous exposure to the drug, and after a complete evaluation of vascular and infectious possibilities.

Medical oncologist is aware of this toxicity, but another doctor for another specialty can miss the diagnosis.
